Articles of the AAMT Nagao Award
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Article 1.

To commemorate the awarding of the 2005 (21st) Japan Prize to Dr. Makoto Nagao, the

AAMT shall confer an award at a ceremony accompanied with its Annual General

Assembly either to an individual or group who has been judged to have made an

outstanding contribution to the promotion, or research and development of practical

machine translation.
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Article2.

The AAMT may choose to establish the Nagao Award Selection Committee in order to
ensure the award winner is chosen fairly.

Several individuals shall be appointed to the selection committee by the president of

the AAMT. The chair of the selection committee is chosen from the members of the
selection committee.
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Article 3.

Any individual or group involved in machine translation may submit an award
nomination to the committee.
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Article 4.

The chair of the committee shall set forth detailed rules for the administration of three
